4. These reservations such as a Garden, Playground, Shopping Centre and Vegetable Market for
public amenity admeasuring about 1.15 Hectare Are should be proposed on the total area of the
subjected land. The Chief Officer has powers to sanction the layouts. As per the Development
Control Regulations applicable for Vita city, the Chief Officer will have control over the layout of
the said land including necessary Open Spaces and such reservations for public. It shall be binding
on the all land owners to develop the proposed reservations for the public amenity through the

Transfer of Development Rights (TDR) or as per the Accommodation Reservation policy.
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5. All the necessary basic infrastructure facilities required for the said land should be provided by
the concerned land Owners / Developers at their Own Cost. These basic amenities include Roads,
Water Supply, Sewerage, Drainage, etc.

6. While developing the above-mentioned basic amenities in phases, of all amenities step by step,
and it will be binding to the Applicant to follow restrictions on the sale of plots on the total area of
the said land as given below. The Chief Officer of the Vita Municipal shall be monitored and its
control will be necessary.

A After final approval of layout Sale of 25 per cent of the total plots shall be
permissible.
B After completion of 40 per cent of Civic ~ Sale of 50 per cent of the total plots shall be
Amenities. permissible.

7. If a group housing scheme is to be developed in the said layout then occupancy certificate shall
not be issued until all basic amenities are fully developed.

d) A tax incentive may be granted to the owner
upon the successful survival of trees for a period
of five years.

e) A single Watch Tower or Overhead Water Tank
per plot is permitted, provided it does not
exceed a maximum height of 15.00 mtrs. and
a maximum size of 3.00 mtrs. by 3.00 mtrs.

f) Farmhouse structures shall have sloping roofs,
and the materials used for construction shall
harmonize with the surrounding environment.

g) The use of materials and features such as
Aluminum Composite Panels (ACP). glass
facades. bright colors, neon signage, and
outdoor floodlights is strictly prohibited in farm
house buildings.

h) The height of the compound wall for the entire
layout shall not exceed 0.75 mtrs. Preferably the
boundary of the individual plot shall be secured
using trees or shrubs to provide a natural and
sustainable enclosure.

i) The structure must only use colors that Blend
into the surrounding Environment - Shade of
Ochre, Ivory Green, Green and Terracotta.
